A “qualified law school loan” is any (1) loan obligation incurred during law school for which Pierce Law  was required to certify your 
enrollment  that is not in default or (2) loan obligation owed directly to Pierce Law that is not in default.   However, a loan from a 
relative or friend, or a private loan from a financial institution (such as one secured by real estate or other collateral) does not qualify 
for loan forgiveness.
